MEETING OF MIDWESTERN COUNCIL BOARDS - January 8, 2009
Regular Executive and Contest Boards meeting, Sam’s Ristorante, Rockford IL. President Cassaro called the
meeting to order at 8:02 PM. It was ascertained that a quorum was present. All officers except Comp.
Director Wheeler were present and clubs represented as follows: CSCC — Weis, Wells; FTR — S.Green; GLSCC -
Rembas, Schley; LSCC — Karth, Martin; MSCC - Anderson; NSSCC - Serra; SCSCC - Cromas, Lewis; SCCR -
P.Green, Rehberg. M(Martin) & 2(P.Green) to approve the minutes of the December meeting as printed. Pass.
Treasurer’s Report: Harlan presented the ‘08 yearend and the Jan. ‘09 reports in a new format (compliments
of Best of CSCC) which shows month-by-month expenses and income. It was requested that the previous
year's balances also be included. M(Martin) & 2(P.Green) to approve report as printed. Pass.
OLD BUSINESS

» Championship & Race Staff Banquet: There are 160 reservations, which is low, so the deadline was
extended until Jan. 9. Great activities are planned. Many clubs have already donated toward the
beverage expenses and staff fund. Clubs may also consider donating money they would normally
give toward a staff party. NS donates $250, SC donates $250, FT will add $250 to their original
donation. There will be a raffle table, which will include a track day at BFR and other items. Clubs are
encouraged to donate a basic race entry to be raffled off, since that is a very popular item. FT, SCCR,
and LSCC (July 19 date) will each donate one entry. M(Martin) & 2(Harlan) that the MC donate one
driver school entry for a new driver to be used during 2009. Pass.

» Omnibus Motion: Traditionally, this was presented in Jan. and included procedures to follow in
conducting MC business for the year. Much of this is covered by various laws and GCR wording, so
the O.M. is not necessary.

» Membership reporting: J. Boldt presented a concise version on the procedure passed at the July
meeting that clubs should use in reporting their membership and forwarding fees.

» 2009 GCR: It is anticipated that it will be online on Feb. 1.

» Tirewall Day: Date is changed to Mar. 29 (Sun.). It will probably take about 2 hours to complete the
tirewall work, so the rest of the day can be spent on lapping track time for tirewall workers. Lunch is
provided.

NEW BUSINESS

» Race & Performance Expo: Will be at Pheasant Run in St. Charles IL on Feb. 14-15. Attendance was
good last year and looks better for '09. NS will help staff it and will be promoting its indoor driver
school. MC has a link on the event website and the MC is getting 2 booths for the price of one. The
Left-Hander Show is this weekend in Roscoe and has MC info there also.

» Online Forms: Have been updated to include 2009 license renewal, medical, and school permit
forms. School entry forms are being composed.

» BFR Update: Many improvements have been made so far this winter. Concessions will have a new
person in charge as well as a new facility. Clubs will need to decide ahead of time what amenities are
needed (lunches, donuts, etc.) for their events and work with the new concessions person. Cassaro
will include this reminder on his event checklist. There is no Corner 10 but there will be a beer
garden. The Med. area will be at the end of a remodeled pavilion. Contracts will show a small rental
increase and will be available soon.

» Presidential Award: Cassaro would like to bestow it on someone who deserves recognition but
doesn't fit into the present award categories beginning this year. It will be a traveling trophy, and he
will pay for the original with MC paying for annual engraving and the token trophy the recipient
keeps. M(Martin) & 2(White) to do so. Pass.

» 2009 Awards Banquet: NSSCC will host, next year being the NS 50" Anniversary.

Treasurer’s Report: Report was presented in the new format, which is a work in progress. All clubs have submitted
membership so far. M(Jerominski) & 2(Wheeler) to approve report as printed. Pass.
OLD BUSINESS

» 2008 Banquet: Not all income is in yet, especially club beverage donations. The event will at least break
even, and the raffle brought in $1960 for the Staff fund.

» 2009 Banquet: NS will hostit. No report yet.

» 2009 GCR: Should be online soon in its current form. Revisions can be made during the year as rule
changes are made and errors/omissions are found. Hard copies will be given to heads of specialty and
others who need them.

» Race & Performance Expo (Feb. 14-15): MC has 2 booths in good locations with excellent exposure in the
program which includes a link to the MC website. If there are more than the allotted free number of
volunteers, the MC will reimburse them for any entry costs.

NEW BUSINESS

» HSAX Permanent Number program: An online snafu has been corrected and drivers should be able to
register for car numbers.

» Track Contract Distribution: Contracts and race staffing guidelines were passed out. Cassaro will handle
the transponders.

» Driver Schools: Harlan has been getting requests for info. School entries must be prepaid. M(Wheeler) &
2(Weis) that for ’09 the school entry fee be raised by $10 for all entrants in order to accommodate
electronic payment. Pass.

» (CSCCKart Expo: Feb. 21/22. Brochures are available tonight and info is on the CSCC website.

OLD BUSINESS
» AX Committee: Instructor list is in electronic format as well as on paper distributed tonight. From the
forum Hoffman is composing a list of enquirers for an AX email list. In’09 the rule will be strictly enforced
that points will be awarded only to drivers who present AX ID cards at registration.
» Race Staff Committee: No committee, no report. It cannot be stressed strongly enough that someone is
needed to be Race Staff Chair.
» GCR Update: SCCA adopted a change in race starting procedures, but the MC will not, so the difference
must be mentioned at drivers’ meetings.
» Formula Indy Update: Rules will be in the GCR soon. It has taken a lot of work to get the correct wording
of the rules and fit them to MC regulations, and to organize the 2 classes.
» 16-17 year old participants: Insurance is in place and packets of paperwork are available.
» A KLAXON editor is needed as soon as possible.
NEW BUSINESS
» Spec Miata Rule Changes: M(Committee) to approve changes (listed elsewhere). M(Kannard) & 2(Martin)
to waive tabling. Pass. Motion passed.
» Tech Day: Itis on Apr. 4 at Wheeler’s will be co-sponsored by Blackhawk Valley Region of SCCA.
» Helmet Stickers: Wheeler is having them made. The supply will last about 4 years and the cost is $700.
They will destruct upon being taken off so are not transferable.
» NS Indoor School: It will be on March 21 at Autobahn. The cost to NS is for insurance for $177. Itisn’t
covered by the MC umbrella policy because of the location, so NS is requesting reimbursement from MC.
M(Weis) & 2(Martin) to reimburse NS for $250 for insurance and soft drinks. Pass.
