I did manage to avoid the picture and paragraphs in the local paper and have yet to find any trace of that 
dog, but am thinking of shaving the hair on my left forearm, or I could just use a propane torch to get just the 
right match.

Drivers & Vehicles in Group 4 must meet safety requirements as specified in 
the Midwestern Council GCR for wheel to wheel competition. 
 
Numbers: 
Car numbers will be assigned on a first to register first assigned basis. MC permanent numbers are NOT honored. Numbers 
must be on both sides of the car, of contrasting color, at least 6” high, and not made from shoe polish or marker. 
 
Run Group: 
MSCC reserves the right to change your run group based on experience and to balance the groups for a safe and fun event. 
Moving to another run group is only permitted with the approval of the chief steward. 
 
Passing: 
Passing will be done with a point by for each car passed.  Passing two cars at once is unacceptable.  Drivers passing without 
a point by will be black flagged.  First offense you will sit out the rest of the session, second offense you will not be allowed 
back on track.  This is not racing. If a driver is faster than you in the corners, let him pass you in the straights. You may have to 
lift.  Black flags will be issued for not letting faster cornering cars by on the straights. 
 

Passing zones are between T6+T7 and T7+T1 for all groups.  Pass must be fully completed by turn-in point of the next corner. 
Group 4, competition licensed drivers, may pass anywhere on track. Point-bys are highly encouraged. 
 
Passengers: 
No passengers will be allowed except those designated as an instructor by the chief steward. The only time more than one 
person is allowed in the car is if one of those people is a designated instructor.  Instructors may take students in their car or 
ride along with students. 
 
Instructors: 
Instruction is very limited. Instructors are volunteers from the advanced and competition run group, appointed by the event 
chief steward.  We expect instructors to assist new drivers with learning the line and basic driving technique for a session or 
two.  We respect that our volunteer instructors are at the event for their own track time.  A more formal course of instruction is 
available at Midwestern Council Driver’s Schools. 
 
On-Track Behavior: 
Front windows must be down. Honor the blend line when entering the track. Watch your mirrors and corner stations.  You will 
be black flagged if you aren’t paying attention.  Not all corners will be manned. When exiting course, put your left hand in the 
air to signal you’re slowing; move off-line.  Exit the track using Pit Row; exits at T5 & T6 are for your emergency use only.  Off-
course excursions will bring you into the pits to chat with the steward.  Multiple off-course excursions will end your day. 
Emergencies on track will result in the session immediately being ended. 
 
Flags On-Course: 
Yellow:  Stationary or Waving. Incident up ahead.  Slow down, no passing until the next manned station. 
Black: Driving infraction. Proceed to pit lane immediately. 
Blue: Faster car is behind you, let them pass. 
Yellow/Red: Debris on the course. Drive with caution, be alert. 
Checkered: End of session. Finish your next lap and exit track through pit lane.

RACE/AUTOCROSS SUPPLEMENTAL REGULATIONS 
 

1. General Event Regulations 
1.1. This event is sanctioned by the Midwestern Council of Sports Car 

Clubs, and insurance conforms to MCSCC requirements. This event 
will be held under the MCSCC General Competition Regulations, 
Track Regulations and all Supplementary Regulations. 

1.2. Drivers are responsible for notifying crew and guests of the hours 
Registration is open. Entry may not be available beyond posted hours. 

1.3. Minors must be under adult supervision at all times. 

1.4. A slow and safe speed shall be maintained in the paddock at all times. 
Riding on the exterior of vehicles is prohibited. 

1.5. No alcoholic beverage may be consumed by drivers, crew or guests 
before the end of the last race or other on-track activity. There may be 
General Admission spectators not registered with event sponsors who 
are not subject to this rule.   

1.6. No illegal drugs or controlled substance shall be tolerated on the track 
premises at any time. 

1.7. Any and all protests, questions or complaints against any competitor 
car or driving or against any race specialty should be made to the 
Event Chief Steward or his/her designated assistant as stipulated in 
the GCR. In no case should complaints be directed to any race worker 
in any specialty. 

1.8. All race support vehicles (ATVs, golf carts, etc.) must bear a legible 
placard with the entrant's car number and class designation. 

1.9. Crew and guests wearing spectacles or sunglasses wider than their 
head will be admitted free to this event. 
 

RACE SUPPLEMENTAL REGULATIONS 
2. Race Entry & Registration 
2.1. Races are open to drivers holding a valid current MCSCC, SCCA 

(Pro, National or Regional - no Novice Permits), WHRRI, 
BMWCCA(full), EMRA, CASC, PCA(full), NASA(full), Skip 
Barber, SVRA, or VMC racing license. Competitors must be 18 years 
of age or older, or follow approved minor procedures. 
Vintage/Historic group is additionally open to drivers holding valid 
current VSCDA, SCCA Vintage, HSR or other recognized license.. 

2.2. All drivers must be prepared to show at registration: 

2.2.1. A current approved competition license. 

2.2.2. A current membership card from the sanctioning body issuing 
the license, or an organization representing the sanctioning 
body. 

2.2.3. A valid Drivers License from state of residence. 

2.3. Drivers and cars may enter more than one race group (at additional 
fee) providing they meet the appropriate class, safety and license 
requirements.  Cars running in multiple race groups must have a tech 
sticker and appropriate class designation for each group, and attend 
Drivers Meetings for each group if separate meetings are held. All 
cars running UNR are subject to the approval of the Event Chief 
Steward 

2.4. Race officials reserve the right to alter the schedule or race groups for 
good and sufficient reason, and to reject any entry at their discretion. 
Officials reserve the right to reassign car numbers where required. 

 
3. Race Tech & Impound 
3.1. Drivers whose competition vehicles have logbooks issued by other 

sanctioning bodies must present all logbooks at any technical 
inspection. 

3.2. The scales at impound are the official scales. Scales will be available 
throughout the weekend. 

3.3. Sound control - All cars are required to comply with the decibel limit 
established by the track (see track regulations). If a car is recorded in 
excess of the limit during an on track session, the first two times the 
driver will be notified of the infraction as the car enters the paddock 
and instructed to make repairs. If the car is subsequently recorded in 
excess of the limit it will be Black Flagged and disqualified from 

further competition. 
 

3.4. All cars must display registration assigned numbers per the GCR. 
Failure to conform will result in written/verbal notification by the 
Stewards.  Cars appearing in subsequent sessions without conforming 
will receive a Black Flag.  The car will then be directed to the 
paddock for repairs.  If the second offense is during a qualifying 
session, no time will be counted prior to the issuance of the Black 
Flag for a grid position.  The car will be allowed to return to the track 
after repairs have been completed during practice and qualifying 
sessions.  Should a car fail to conform to the GCR number 
requirements during a race, the car will receive a Black Flag and be 
directed to the paddock. Drivers are responsible for providing all 
materials needed to create acceptable numbers.  
 

4. Race Timing & Scoring 
4.1. AMB TranX 260 transponders are required for all wheel-to-wheel 

entries. A limited number of transponders will be available for rental. 
Rental Fee is $50 for the weekend and requires a $300 Security 
Deposit (refundable.) Rental Fee and Deposit requires cash, or two 
separate checks (no credit cards.) Rentals will be handled at 
registration. Renters will be notified where to return the transponder 
and retrieve the deposit.  DO NOT take transponders into the building 
which houses Timing and Scoring.  Transponders are also available 
for purchase from AMB USA at 678-816-4000 or online at amb-
it.com, as well as from other sources. 

4.2. Drivers (and co-drivers) must complete 5 verified laps of practice 
and/or qualifying in order to be eligible for the race, or have 
permission of the Event Chief Steward.  

4.3. Grid positions for races will be determined by computerized 
electronic timing system.  

 

5. Race General Regulations 
5.1. Safety belts, helmets and all driving gear must be worn during cool 

off and victory laps. 

5.2. All drivers, with their cars, involved in metal to metal contact will be 
directed to impound immediately upon exiting the track with or 
without assistance.  A Steward will meet them there to inspect the 
vehicles and collect reports from the drivers involved.  The car and 
driver will remain in impound until released by the Steward.  Cars 
involved in consecutive race groups may be released from impound 
immediately by the steward, but must return to impound after that 
session before returning to the Paddock.. 

 
AUTOCROSS SUPPLEMENTAL REGULATIONS 
6. Autocross Entry & Registration 
6.1  Midwestern Council Autocross events are open to drivers age 18 or 

over with a valid state driver's license, and minors of age 16 or 17 
who have followed approved minor procedures. Only drivers who are 
Midwestern Council members will be awarded championship points. 

6.2  Autocross officials reserve the right to alter the schedule for good and 
sufficient reason, and to reject any entry at their discretion.  Officials 
reserve the right to reassign car numbers where required 

6.3  Drivers competing in a MC Autocross for the first time must place an 
“N” on their windshield and attend the Novice meeting (see schedule) 
and the special Novice practice following. 

 

7. Autocross Tech & Safety Regulations 
7.1. Cars must be generally suited for track use and must pass Autocross 

Technical Inspection. A neat and clean appearance is required. 

7.2. Car numbers must be at least 6" high and of 1" stroke, and white in 
color. Shoe polish is not allowed. Numbers shall be displayed on both 
sides of the car and at the top corner of the windshield on the side 
facing T&S. (Driver's right at BFR) Car class and practice group 
number shall be displayed on the windshield also, in a manner not to 



conflict with the car number. Numbers are the driver's responsibility, 
and will not be supplied by Tech.  

7.3. Seat belts must be in place and used at all times. OEM seat/shoulder 
belt acceptable in all closed cars not equipped with a roll bar or 
cage. Four-point (minimum) competition harnesses are required in all 
cars equipped with a roll bar or cage. 

7.4. Open cars are required to have roll bars meeting Appendix Z or ZZ of 
MCSCC General Competition Regulations. Targa and T-Top cars are 
considered open cars unless tops are installed and locked in place. 
Roll bars are strongly recommended for all other cars. 

7.5. All drivers must wear a Snell Foundation approved helmet. Helmets 
meeting at least Snell K2000, SA2000 or M2000 rating are required. 
SA rated helmets are very highly recommended. Loaner helmets are 
not available. Drivers must wear full coverage shoes, long pants and 
long sleeved shirts when on track. Natural fibers are recommended 
for flame resistance. Approved driving suits are highly recommended. 

7.6. Sound control - All cars are required to comply with the decibel limit 
established by the track (see track regulations). If a car is recorded in 
excess of the limit during an on track session, the first two times 
driver will be notified of the infraction as the car enters the paddock 
and instructed to make repairs. If the car is subsequently recorded in 
excess of the limit it will be disqualified from further competition 

8. Autocross General 
8.1. Only approved driving instructors may ride in cars on the track. No 

other passengers will be allowed during practice or timed runs. 

8.2. Practice will be called by groups. Latecomers may get limited 
practice time. Competitors who work in tech or corners will be 
assured two practice runs. 

8.3. Passing allowed only in designated areas which will be defined at the 
Mandatory Drivers Meeting. 

8.4. If Blue Flagged, stay to the left and allow faster cars to pass on right. 
Anyone ignoring the Blue Flag will be removed from track. 

8.5. Anyone failing to exit at the designated exit point (the back gate at 
BFR) will lose next practice session or timed run. 

8.6. Left and right front door windows must be open. 

8.7. Timed runs must be completed whenever possible.  (Not doing so 
creates problems for Timing & Scoring.) 
 

9. BLACKHAWK  FARMS  TRACK  REGULATIONS 
9.1. NOISE POLLUTION REGULATION:  No race car or engine, 

including showroom cars with open exhaust, shall be run before 8:00 
a.m. or after 6:00 p.m. on any weekend day or not before 9:00 a.m. or 
after 4:30 p.m. on weekdays (Monday through Friday).  All racing or 
on-track activities shall be conducted at a decibel level not in excess 
of 103 decibels as measured fifty (50) feet from the track. 

9.2. GATE  PASS  REQUIREMENT:  A pass indicating you have 
registered for the event must be presented to the Guard to allow your 
entry onto the property of Blackhawk Farms Raceway. 

9.3. All minors must be under direct parental or acting guardian 
supervision at all times. 

9.4. Drivers are responsible for conduct of their crews and guests. 

9.5. ALL PET ANIMALS MUST BE LEASHED OR CONFINED.   

9.6. No two or three-wheeled vehicles are allowed except for race officials 
use or as race support vehicles. Only licensed drivers 16 and above 
may operate race support vehicles or golf carts. 

9.7. Our Concession Stand will be available for most events.  Gas, oil, 
water and air are available. Souvenirs, film and other consumables are 
available in Corner 10. 

9.8. All trash MUST be placed in receptacles provided. Environmentally 
hazardous waste MUST be disposed of in appropriate receptacles. All 
used tires MUST be removed or the organization will be charged for 
their disposal. 

9.9. All drivers and members will be responsible for notifying crews and 
guests concerning the hours of registration. 

9.10. Electric power is available. Tags for the outlets will be issued at the 
time of plug-in and payment arrangements can be made either with 
security or in Corner 10. 

9.11. All drivers, members, officials and spectators must comply with the 
Pit Vehicle Policy of BFR; including the purchase and display of a Pit 
Vehicle Pass for each unit present on the premises.

I have worked and competed in Midwestern Council for 22 years and have loved every 
minute.  But five years ago, I thought I would try something different. In 1989, I became 
a member of SCCA and worked on and off for eight years as a tech inspector in the Pro 
Rally Series. My boss in SCCA was Harry Lofgren and he also worked for CART as the 
Director of Operations in the Toyota Atlantic Championship Series. He asked me to work 
with the Technical Inspection Committee, which I did for three years. I always wanted to 
be a driver in a professional series, but did not try hard enough to make it happen. 
 
I joined another organization, NASA, and received a lot of track experience and 
competed in three national championship events placing on the podium in two of them. In 
November 2007, I received an opportunity to test for a California team that had the 
support of Chevrolet and the United Auto Workers. In the interview I told him I was in 
the same physical shape as the average driver in that series despite my age of fifty nine 
years. He told me not to worry and just do my best. The team owner chose Thunderhill 
Raceway Park in northern California knowing none of the other drivers had driven there 
before. I watched over six hours of track video and was well prepared. As a result, I had 
the best lap times in both days of the test. On the second day, there were as many as sixty 
cars on the track including a Daytona Prototype.  
 
In January of 2008, General Motors was having money problems and was cutting back on 
sponsorship. The Grand Am Koni Challenge Sports Car Series race was at the end of the 
month, and I found out that I would not be driving. I went to Daytona anyway with my 
equipment and some money to rent a seat. I only had two options; one was to drive with a 
Mazda team with three cars, but the third car was not completely prepared. The second 
option was with an independent team that did not have a competitive car. I sat the race 
out. Another opportunity came up to race at Mid-Ohio in June. Originally the Chevrolet  



 
team had two cars, but in May, General Motors pulled all sponsorship and the team 
owner sold one of the cars. I sat that race out as well. 
 
My next opportunity came in November 2008. I friend of mine in NASA started his own 
Grand Am Koni Sports Car Challenge Series team with two RX8 Mazdas. He started his 
Grand Am team the last half of 2008 and is planning to run the full schedule in 2009. The 
RX8s are down on power compared to the competition, but is one of the best handling 
and braking cars in the ST series. The new Renesis rotary engine was designed for low 
emissions not power. We tested at BeaveRun Raceway in Pennsylvania in November and 
everything went as well as expected.  
 
In December, I went to Daytona to get more track time and prepare for the race in 
January. The weekend before the race, I went to Indianapolis where the team is based to 
help with the final preparations. This included breaking in the engines on a dynamometer. 
We unloaded the transport on Wednesday and practiced pit stops. On Thursday, we had 
two forty-five minute practices and a fifteen minute qualifying session. The race was on 
Friday before the Rolex 24 race. Things started to go wrong on the first practice. The 
original computer in the car had a different software program. We did this because of 
budget constraints. The engine was missing; the other car had a more efficient Bosch 
computer. On top of all of this, we had difficulty going into sixth gear. 
 
I qualified the car and drove the first half of the race. Along with my co-driver Brian 
Flint, our game plan was to stay out of trouble if we could. Sixty-nine cars started, thirty- 
four in our ST class and thirty-five in the GS class. We also had many good drivers 
competing, including Boris Said and Randy Pobst. On the first few laps many cars were 
taken out; I had to avoid debris and oil. After about eighty minutes, I was coming in for a 
driver change and fuel but our engineer had miscalculated and we ran out of fuel before 
the pit entrance. We lost valuable time on that stop. While my co-driver was driving, he 
had contact with another car and was loosing air in the left front tire. He had to pit for 
repairs. With ten minutes to go in the three hour race, he came in for fuel, and on the exit 
out of our pit box, the engine failed and ended our day and put us in 24th place. 
Considering the adversity the team went through, I believe we did a good job. Daytona is 
not the best track for our car; our car is better suited for tighter road courses. One thing 
about this sport, in spite of all the problems, you keep coming back for more.

The rally will be open to any of Saturday’s HSAX competitors and Sunday’s registered W2W entrants, and will
require a transponder for scoring your total time on track.  You will be competing in a rally type competition where you set
your estimated total time on track for eight laps, and simply attempt to match that time. The competitors closest to their
stated times, over or under their estimates, win.  The first three competitors will be recognized, but all competitors will be
scored, and have a blast!

• The competition will be open to any HSAX entrants who have competed in, and completed at least two previous
events, including the Saturday June 6th HSAX.  In addition, HSAX vehicles must show during their technical
inspection that their braking system has been upgraded to a competition standard for 8 laps of continuous racing.
(High performance fluid and pads at a minimum.) A separate tech sticker will be issued for the SCAT Rally.

• Wheel to wheel entrants must be registered for Sunday’s race and have their technical inspection completed prior to
the SCAT Rally practice session.  All W2W cars are welcome including open wheel and vintage. Open wheel cars
will run with their rain lights on. A separate tech sticker will be issued for the SCAT Rally.

• All appropriate safety equipment and gear will be required.  W2W participants will recognize all W2W based GCR
regulations, with HSAX participants recognizing all HSAX based GCR regulations.

• This event is offered to allow Midwestern Council competitors the opportunity to drive on the full Autobahn
Country Club circuit.  There will be no MC points or accreditations issued, or tracked, for this event, and will be
tightly and strictly stewarded.  A spirit of sportsmanship and safety must prevail among the competitors.  Due to the
mixing of competitors, four wheels off, greater than 90 degree spins, or passing zone infringements will not be
tolerated.  Overly aggressive, or driving not in full control will be considered a black flag offense and grounds for
disqualification.  No furled warning flags will be issued.

• The grid will be organized with the longer on track time estimated drivers starting first, with the least time estimated
drivers near the back.  All drivers will get 8 laps regardless of the finishing order.

• There will only be approximately twenty transponders available for rental for a nominal fee, $10.00 (and a standard
security deposit) courtesy of Midwestern Council.  If an entrant could borrow a transponder (versus renting) for the
event, it would be greatly appreciated by allowing the most HSAX participants.  No entrants will be allowed to
compete without a working AMB TranX 260 transponder.

• There will be a mandatory drivers meeting called for all participants to cover the rules and safety issues, to include
any last minute changes.  The location and time for this meeting will be announced before 4:00 p.m.

• Practice laps will begin at approximately 5:45 with a rally start time of 6:30.  Alcoholic beverages will not be
allowed in the paddock or track areas until the last car is off the track.  Alcoholic beverages may be bought, and/or
consumed on the south track observation deck (upstairs) after the last HSAX car has left the north track.  All
beverages must remain on the deck until the last Rally car has left the track.  Results will be announced at the
NSSCC dinner on Saturday night.

• This event will be held “weather permitting”, and will not be run in the event of rain or other adverse track
conditions.  Full refunds will be made available in the event of a call off.

SUPPLEMENTAL REGULATIONS
1. General Event Regulations
1.1. This event is sanctioned by the Midwestern Council of Sports Car Clubs, and insurance conforms to MCSCC requirements. This event will be

held under the MCSCC General Competition Regulations, Track Regulations and all Supplemental Regulations.
1.2. Drivers are responsible for notifying crew and guests of the hours Registration is open. Entry may not be available beyond posted hours.
1.3. Minors must be under adult supervision at all times.
1.4. A slow and safe speed shall be maintained in the paddock at all times. Riding on the exterior of vehicles is prohibited.
1.5. No alcoholic beverage may be consumed by drivers, crew or guests before the end of the last race or other on-track activity. There may be

General Admission spectators not registered with event sponsors which are not subject to this rule.
1.6. No illegal drugs or controlled substance shall be tolerated on the track premises at any time.
1.7. Any and all protests, questions or complaints against any competitor car or driving or against any race specialty should be made to the Event

Chief Steward or his/her designated assistant as stipulated in the GCR. In no case should complaints be directed to any race worker in any
specialty.

1.8. All race support vehicles (ATVs, golf carts, etc.) must bear a legible placard with the entrant’s car number and class designation.

3. Race (Wheel-to-Wheel) Supplemental Regulations
3.1. Race Entry & Registration

3.1.1. Races are open to drivers holding a valid current MCSCC, SCCA (Pro, National or Regional - no Novice Permits), WHRRI, BMWCCA(full),
EMRA, CASC, PCA(full), NASA(full), Skip Barber, SVRA, or VMC racing license. Competitors must be 16 years of age or older. Vintage/
Historic groups are additionally open to drivers holding valid current VSCDA, SCCA Vintage, HSR or other recognized license.

3.1.2. All drivers must be prepared to show at registration:
(1) A current approved competition license.
(2) A current membership card from the sanctioning body issuing the license, or an organization representing the sanctioning body.
(3) A valid Drivers License from state of residence.

3.1.3. Drivers and cars may enter more than one race group (at additional fee) providing they meet the appropriate class, safety and license
requirements.  Cars running in multiple race groups must have a tech sticker and appropriate class designation for each group, and attend
Drivers Meetings for each group if separate meetings are held. All cars running UNR are subject to the approval of the Event Chief Steward.

3.1.4. Race officials reserve the right to alter the schedule or race groups for good and sufficient reason, and to reject any entry at their discretion.
Officials reserve the right to reassign car numbers where required.

3.1.5. Entry fee will be $225 for driver and 1 crew pass. Same driver/car in second group $110, extra crew and guest passes $15. Pre-register and get
a $20 bonus. Entry fee need not accompany form. Registrar must recieve requests for refunds in writing by Thursday following the race, June
11, 2009.

3.2. Race Tech & Impound
3.2.1. Drivers whose competition vehicles have logbooks issued by other sanctioning bodies must present all logbooks at any technical inspection.
3.2.2. The scales at impound are the official scales. Scales will be available throughout the weekend.
3.2.3. Sound control - All cars are required to comply with the decibel limit established by the track (see track regulations). If a car is recorded in

excess of the limit during an on track session, the first two times driver will be notified of the infraction as the car enters the paddock and
instructed to make repairs. If the car is subsequently recorded in excess of the limit it will be Black Flagged and disqualified from further
competition.

3.2.4. All cars must display registration assigned numbers per the GCR. Failure to conform will result in written/verbal notification by the Stewards.
Cars appearing in subsequent sessions without conforming will receive a Black Flag.  The car will then be directed to the paddock for repairs.
If the second offence is during a qualifying session, no time will be counted prior to the issuance of the Black Flag for a grid position.  The car
will be allowed to return to the track after repairs have been completed during practice and qualifying sessions.  Should a car fail to conform to
the GCR number requirements during a race, the car will receive a Black Flag and be directed to the paddock. Drivers are responsible for
providing all materials needed to create acceptable numbers.

3.3. Race Timing &Scoring
3.3.1. AMB TranX 260 transponders are required for all wheel-to-wheel entries. A limited number of transponders will be available for rental. Rental

Fee is $50 for the weekend and requires a $300 Security Deposit (refundable.) Rental Fee and Deposit requires cash, or two separate checks
(no credit cards.) Rentals will be handled at registration. Renters will be notified where to return the transponder and retrieve the deposit.  DO
NOT take transponders into the building which houses Timing and Scoring.  Transponders are also available for purchase from AMB USA at
678-816-4000 or online at amb-it.com, as well as from other sources.

3.3.2. Drivers (and co-drivers) must complete 5 verified laps of practice and/or qualifying in order to be eligible for the race, or have permission of
the Event Chief Steward.

3.3.3. Grid positions for races will be determined by computerized electronic timing system.
3.4. Race General

3.4.1. Safety belts, helmets and all driving gear must be worn during cool off and victory laps
3.4.2. All drivers, with their cars, involved in metal to metal contact will be directed to impound immediately upon exiting the track with or without

assistance.  A Steward will meet them there to inspect the vehicles and collect reports from the drivers involved.  The car and driver will
remain in impound until released by the Steward.  Cars involved in consecutive race groups may be released from impound immediately by the
steward, but must return to impound after that session before returning to the Paddock.



4. Autocross Supplemental Regulations
4.1. Autocross Entry and Registration

4.1.1. Midwestern Council High Speed Autocross events are open to drivers age 16 or over with a valid state driver’s license. Only drivers who are
Midwestern Council members will be awarded championship points.

4.1.2. Autocross officials reserve the right to alter the schedule for good and sufficient reason, and to reject any entry at their discretion.  Officials
reserve the right to reassign car numbers where required.

4.1.3. Drivers competing in a MCSCC Autocross for the first time must place an “N” on their windshield and attend the Novice meeting (see
schedule) and the special Novice practice following.

4.1.4. Entry fee will be $145 for MC Member and $175 for non MC Member, extra crew and guest passes $15. Pre-register and get a $20 bonus.
Entry fee need not accompany form. Registrar must recieve requests for refunds in writing by Thursday following the race, June 11, 2009.

4.2. Autocross Tech & Safety Regulations
4.2.1. Cars must be generally suited for track use and must pass Autocross Technical Inspection. A neat and clean appearance is required.
4.2.2. Car numbers must be at least 6" high and of 1" stroke, and white in color. Shoe polish is not allowed. Numbers shall be displayed on both

sides of the car and at the top corner of the windshield on the side facing T&S (Driver’s right at BFR, driver’s left at GMR) Car class and
practice group number shall be displayed on the windshield also, in a manner not to conflict with the car number. Numbers are the driver’s
responsibility, and will not be supplied by Tech.

4.2.3. Seat belts must be in place and used at all times. OEM seat/shoulder belts are acceptable in all stock classes, B-F Prepared, C-F Modified, and
Restricted Street and Modified Street.  A 4-point (minimum) harness (“Euro Harness” acceptable) is required for other classes. Competition
belts & harnesses are required in all open cars in any class.

4.2.4. Open cars are required to have roll bars meeting Appendix Z or ZZ of MCSCC General Competition Regulations. Targa and T-Top cars are
considered open cars unless tops are installed and locked in place. Roll bars are strongly recommended for all cars.

4.2.5. All drivers must wear a Snell Foundation approved helmet. Helmets meeting at least Snell K2005, SA2000 or M2000 rating are required. SA
rated helmets are very highly recommended. Loaner helmets are not available. Drivers must wear full coverage shoes, long pants and long
sleeved shirts when on track. Approved driving suits are highly recommended.

4.2.6. Sound control - All cars are required to comply with the decibel limit established by the track (see track regulations). If a car is recorded in
excess of the limit during an on track session, the first two times driver will be notified of the infraction as the car enters the paddock and
instructed to make repairs. If the car is subsequently recorded in excess of the limit it will be disqualified from further competition.

4.3. Autocross General
4.3.1. Only approved driving instructors may ride in cars on the track. No other passengers will be allowed during practice or timed runs.
4.3.2. Practice will be called by groups. Latecomers may get limited practice time. Competitors who work in tech or corners will be assured two

practice runs.
4.3.3. Passing allowed only in designated areas and will be defined at the Mandatory Drivers Meeting.
4.3.4. If Blue Flagged, stay to the left and allow faster cars to pass on right. Anyone ignoring the Blue Flag will be removed from track.
4.3.5. Anyone failing to exit at the designated exit point (the back gate at BFR) will lose next practice session or timed run. Left and right front door

windows must be open.
5.      SCAT On-Track Fun Rally Supplemental Regulations
5.1     SCAT Rally Entry and Regulations
   5.1.1.   The SCAT On-Track Rally is open to all licensed Wheel to Wheel and HSAX drivers who meet the standards  set in 4.1.1 of these

supplemental regulations, and who have competed in, and completed, at least two previous HSAX events, including the Saturday June 6th

HSAX event.
   5.1.2.   SCAT Rally officials reserve the right to alter the schedule for good and sufficient reason, and to reject any entry at their discretion.
   5.1.3   Entry fees will be as published in the event on-line and printed documentation.  Entry fee need not accompany entry form.  Registrar must

receive requests for refunds in writing by Thursday following the race, June 11, 2009.
5.2     SCAT Rally Tech and Safety Regulations
   5.2.1   Cars must be generally suited for track use.
   5.2.2.  HSAX cars, or cars generally prepared for HSAX use will conform to all Tech and Safety regulations outlined in these supplemental regulations

as outlined in 4.2.1 through 4.2.6 above.  In addition, HSAX prepared cars must have modifications made to the stock braking systems to
ensure full performance over 30 miles of competition.  This is to include, but not limited to, competition and/or high performance brake pads
and high temperature rated brake fluid.  Chief of HSAX Tech will approve upon inspection.

   5.2.3.  Cars generally prepared for wheel to wheel competition will conform to all Tech and Safety regulations outlined in 3.1.1., 3.1.2., 3.2.1, and
3.4.1., as listed above.  This includes all safety gear and equipment as listed in the MCSCC GCR for wheel to wheel competition.  A separate
SCAT Rally tech sticker will be issued after successful completion of a standard technical W2W inspection along with your sticker for
competition on Sunday June 7th.

5.3     SCAT Rally General
   5.3.1.   All drivers are required to attend any and all mandatory drivers meeting as called.
   5.3.2.    Passing will only be allowed in areas designated in the rally documentation. A black flag infraction will be deemed a disqualification for this

event.  The stewards reserve the right to disqualify (black flag) any entrant for unsportsmanlike behavior at any time during the event, and as
outlined in the drivers meeting.

   5.3.3    Cars not normally equipped with brake lights will run with their rain lights on.

RULES and REGULATIONS

Paddock and all paved access roads - Speed limit in the paddock is 15 mph. Speed limit on the access roads is 25 mph. Do not pound stakes
or make any holes for any reason in any asphalt surface - offenders will be fined and may be ejected. Persons must bring materials to anchor
their awnings. Cars fueled on any paved areas must be done so with care; any spills must be brought to the attention of the Autobahn
Circuit representative immediately. If you must temporarily jack a vehicle on asphalt, you MUST have metal or wood under the jack and jack
stands. NO EXCEPTIONS. Do NOT paint any asphalt surface.

Disposal of Waste Fluid and Enviromental Debris - Use of the dumping containers located in several area in the paddock is mandatory for
used oil, antifreeze, brake fluid, and other polluting material. Spillage will not be tolerated and may result in ejection fron the Circuit. Partici-
pants are to take with them all used tires, batteries and unwanted parts. Enviromental debris left behind may result in fines or fees to Lessee
pr any of its Participants.

Fire Extinguishers - Each Participant “team” must have at least (1) portable dry chemical fire extinguisher with a rating of at least 12 BC
available in good working condition in their pit area.

Infield Roads - Absolutely no imbedding of new brakes and/or testing vehicles will be allowed on infield roads.

Fences -  No jumping and fences, guardrails or going into areas inside safety barriers without first getting permission from Autobahn
Circuit’s emergency personnel. Going onto a track during operations may result in expulsion from the Circuit.

Restrooms - Restroom facilities are located in the concession building and the bottom floor of the race control and timing and scoring
building.

Gate Hours - The main gate will be generally open from 7:00 a.m. - 7:00 p.m. unless other arrangements have been made. Do not assume that
Participants can show up prior to the Event to drop trailers - this must be approved by Autobahn Circuit in advance.

ATVs, golf carts, pit cars, and bicycles - Common sense and care must be applied to the use of ATVs, golf carts, pit cars, and bicycles. Pit
vehicles are restricted to paddock use only unless they are street licensed and are driven by a licensed individual. Children are not allowed
to operate these vehicles and are further prohibited from riding bikes, roller blades, skates, skateboards, and scooters.

Noise - No race engine may be started before 8:00 a.m. or after 6:00 p.m. Lesse and all Participants must comply at all times with relevant
Illinois pollution Control Board Regulations, including the Rules and Regulations for the Control of Noise from Motor Racing Facilities
currently codified at 35 Ill. Admin. Code 903. According, unless otherwise agreed to in writing by Auotbahn Circuit, all vehicles must comply
with such regulations, including maintaining noise emissions, in the case of a vehicle other than a motorcycle, below 105db (measured from
50 feet from the center of track) during acceleration, and in the case of motorcycles, below 115db ( measures one-half meter from the
rearmost exhaust outlet).

Pets - Pets are permitted on the grounds, but must be leashed at all times. Pet owners are responsible for cleaning up after their pet.

Fireworks and Weapons - Fireworks and weapons are strictly prohibited anywhere at the facility.

Music - No loud music, bass-boomers or music with obscenties will be permitted. All Participants and families and guests must be consider-
ate of others.

Track Closed - The Circuit will be closed from 7:00 p.m. to 7:00 a.m. to motorized traffic.

Smoking - Smoking in any of the buildings is strictly forbidden and will not be tolerated. All extinguished cigarettes must be disposed of.

Trash - All Participants and families and guests must keep the facility free of trash and debris by placing all trash and debris in trash
containers, which will be provided by Autobahn Circuit and emptied by Auotbahn Circuit.

Banners and Printed Materials -  No banners or printed material may be hung to any Auotbahn Cicuit faclities or structures without the
prior consent Auotbahn Cicuit.

Flyers or Handbills - No flyers or handbills may be distributed.

Behavior - No abusive behavior will be tolerated. Abusive behavior will be determined by Auotbahn Cicuit in its reasonable discretion.

No unlawful activities will be tolerated. Auotbahn Cicuit reserves the right to add, change or otherwise modify any rules or regulations
herein upon thirty (30) days prior notice. Auotbahn Cicuit may expel or bar entry to any individual for violation of any rule, as determined
by Auotbahn Cicuit in its sole but reasonable
